A Major Disincentive to Provincial and Municipal Div ersion Objectives
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why WM’s TOR s flawed and,
should be rejected

WM is proposing a scoped EA
— EA should consider all “alternatives to”;
— Not just those that optimize WM profits
Wrong geology:

— Subsoil is fractured limestone, highly susceptible to groundwater
contamination

— Does not meet current regulations for new landfills (Should be clay)
Wrong location:

— Conflict with growing residential, commercial growth

— Blocks economic development of Queensway Corridor and Ottawa
Need is not established

— 600,000 tonnes / year ???
Decades of contamination

— History of offsite water and air contamination.
Poor Public Consultation

— WM has dismissed most of the community comments

— A Public Advisory Committee controlled by WM

— 3 public meetings —none in Stittsville or Kanata
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Leachate Detected between 2000 & 2004
Only 1/3 of Current Site is lined
