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Whereas Waste Management is once again proposing to expand the Carp landfill in West Ottawa; and

Whereas when the last permit was issued by the Ministry of the Environment in 1994, the site had been expected to reach capacity and close in 2010; and

Whereas the surrounding community has grown rapidly since then; and 

Whereas the 2006 proposal to expand this dump was withdrawn because of overwhelming opposition from the community; and

Whereas despite including greater recycling capacity in the new plan, it still includes doubling the size of the existing landfill; and

Whereas the expansion is intended to accommodate industrial and commercial waste, only 12% of which is currently diverted from landfill in Ontario; and

Whereas the present provincial government promised in their 2003 election platform to divert 60% of waste from landfill by 2007; and

Whereas despite that promise Ontario’s waste diversion rate is only 22%; and

Whereas municipal councillor Shad Qadri and MPP, Norm Sterling, oppose this expansion;

We the undersigned support our local representatives and petition the Legislative Assembly of Ontario to ensure the Minister of the Environment does not approve the expansion of the Carp Landfill and instead finds ways to divert industrial and commercial waste from landfill and divert 60% of waste from landfill.
