I am writing to inform you that Waste Management has today advised the Ministry of Environment that we are withdrawing our proposal as we’ve made a number of significant changes to the proposal and want to provide more time for the public to review our proposed project.  We intend to resubmit our Terms of Reference to the government at a later date.  

The Terms of Reference is a very important document in establishing the blueprint for the environmental assessment.  There has been significant public interest in the project, specifically for an energy-from-waste facility, and we need more time to consult with the public as well as for the careful consideration of their comments.

We have made a number of significant changes to our proposed Terms of Reference with respect to a proposed energy-from-waste facility, reduced landfill size and enhanced recycling and diversion facilities – please see the enclosed newsletter.  It is our intention with this project to create a comprehensive waste management facility.  

We are creating a Public Advisory Committee to help with our revised ToR, and later to assist with the Environmental Assessment process.  We also plan to continue working closely with the City of Ottawa on all aspects of our plan, including a long-term commercial agreement to support the possible development of an energy-from-waste facility.
